Thank you for enrolling on this course covering the inspiring subject of Seaweed.

The initial focus of the course is on exploration and experimentation, which will be documented in your study book, as the course progresses, we will then work towards creating more resolved studies.
For the first session of the course we will explore the structure of Seaweeds through linear and tonal drawings trying a variety of materials and methods therefore if possible please bring any interesting and inspiring Seaweed you find / have to work from.  Remember to forage sustainably. I will also bring a selection of specimens. 
If possible please bring the following materials with you:

Sketchbook suitable for your study book/visual diary – could be A5/A4/A3 which ever size you prefer to work. 

Drawing Pencils: H,B,2B.

Pen – biro, Pigment pen (s) – Sepia brown/Graphite grey.
Charcoal – either willow or pencils. Or Carbon pencil (less dusty)
White Chalk/conte
Black paper 

Colour blender /shaper or  paper tortillon. 
The second session will transition from drawing to painting, focusing on capturing colour and texture in watercolour and mixed media, therefore if possible please bring any watercolour materials you are able to.
Watercolour pencils (A selection of colours if you have any)

Tinted Charcoal (if you have it)
Watercolour Brushes – liner brush 10/0, Rigger brush (size1) Filbert size 4, Filbert (oval wash) 1/2inch,

Both art shops in Aberystwyth (Pier street & Terrace Road) sell a good quality brushes including Daler Rowney student range. 

Watercolour Paints: Colours: Raw Sienna, Raw Umber, Ultramarine, Cerulean Blue, Lemon Yellow, Gamboge Yellow, Light Red, Permanent Rose. 
(Additional non essential extras: Rose Madder, Indigo, Burnt Sienna, Burnt Umber.)

Winsor & Newton Cotman are reasonably priced, good quality paints. 
Watercolour paper – practice paper (Ken Bromley & SAA websites do packs of practice paper, quality & value)

Don’t worry if you don’t have all the materials detailed above, just bring what you can as I will always have spares. 

During the third class we will focus on further watercolour painting techniques.
